The meeting was called to order at 1:42 PM by Mr. Dominick.  Mr. Dominick announced that earlier in the day the Board of Trustees met in executive session.  
Upon motion by Ms. Fineburg, seconded by Mr. Dancy, the minutes of the March meeting were approved.  
STUDENT GOVERNMENT REPORT
Katelynn Coffman, SGA President, reported that a new club WIN, Women Inspiring & Networking, hosted a Women’s History Lunch featuring local speakers on the Newtown Campus.  The group is sponsoring a Women’s Resource Fair at the LBC.  The LBC completed their Adopt a Troop Drive raising several hundred dollars and collecting products to be mailed to the troops.  The recent LBC voter registration was also a success.

The Newtown Campus will feature the LGBT Prom hosted by the Open Door Club on April 13.  
Members of the Student Life organization will participate in the Adopt a Highway program and work to clean up Swamp Road in connection with Earth Day.  The Eco Club will promote awareness of the environment during Earth Week by sponsoring water tasting and other ecology focused learning opportunities.

An open air showing of the movie “The Lion King” is planned on the Newtown Campus on Saturday, April 21 to benefit the Autism Speaks organization.  Student elections are scheduled for late April and will include two new positions, liaisons to both the UBC and LBC campuses.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

In Dr. Linksz’ absence Dr. Conn presented the report.  Dr. Conn reported that the student newspaper, The Centurion, received twelve awards in a recent statewide competition.  The work of Assistant Academic Dean John Mathews will be prominently featured in an art show in New Hope running from April 14 through May 12.  The Above and Beyond Award for the faculty member exhibiting outstanding service outside the classroom during the academic year was presented to Librarian Bill Hemmig for his efforts in writing/editing the Middle States Self Study Report.  
Dr. Conn called on Vice President Barbara Yetman who announced the names of the four students who were honored at the PACCC Annual Meeting Banquet as members of the All PA Academic Team.  In attendance were Mikaela Collich and Fizza Hasani; Tim Burkhardt and Kathryn Webster will attend the May Trustee meeting in Newtown.

CHAIR’S REPORT
Mr. Dominick appointed the following trustees to the Nominating Committee:  Frederick Gudknecht, Chair, Carol Mignoni-Ferguson and Elizabeth Graver.
Upon motion by Mr. Dominick the Board of Trustees approved the award of an Honorary Degree of Doctor of Public Service to Fred Beans and that this degree be conferred upon him at the Commencement ceremonies on May 17, 2012.

FOUNDATION REPORT
Tobias Bruhn, Executive Director, Foundation, encouraged attendees to visit the recently completed UBC donor wall which is located in the elevator tower and features a covered bridge theme.  The President’s VIP Breakfast was a huge success with 160 in attendance; the awards for community service were a new feature and were positively received.  

W. W. Grainger has once again donated $10,000 to fund a scholarship for Emergency Management students.  The Friends of the Library hosted a recent event, chaired by Linda McCann, which raised $4,000 for the Library Endowment Fund.  The December 2011 production of “The Snowman”, made possible through the efforts of Barbara Miller and Jonathan Lee, netted $17,000 which will be added to the Foundation general scholarship fund.

The Annual Fund has topped its goal of $20,000 for the year and this was made possible in part through the increased giving of alumni.  The Salute to Mother’s Tea will have a new sponsor in First Niagra Bank.  Finally, the Tyler Elegance book, authored by Faculty Emeritus Lyle Rosenberg, has received an award for excellence in graphic design.

STUDENT & COMMUNITY RELATIONS COMMITTEE – Thomas Skiffington, Chair
Assistant Dean Elizabeth Kulick presented a report on the Dual Enrollment Program which allows high school students to concurrently enroll in post-secondary courses to receive both secondary and post-secondary credit.  This program was established and first funded by the Pennsylvania Department of Education in 2005, however state funding ended with the 2010-11 academic year.  Despite the loss of state funding, the College has continued to encourage high school participation resulting in modest increases in enrollments.  Participants include several school districts, two private schools and two online schools.

Next, staff members from the Upper Bucks Campus reported on campus activities which involved the students and staff with the community.  The newly formed Community Volunteer Corps linked with local organizations including Big Brothers Big Sisters and local food banks to donate both time and food products.  The Habitat for Humanity Club travelled this year to White Plains, NY to assist in building a new residence for a deserving family. Other ways that the campus connects to the community are through local organizations’ use of facilities, blood and voter registration drives, and partnering in a grant to increase computer skills among senior citizens.
In conclusion, Interim Executive Director PSTC, Rob Freese, presented a report on the training activities and programs of the Public Safety Training Center.  Through its industrial safety training and certification staff the PSTC delivers and certifies training courses across the United States, Europe and Asia.  Services have been provided year-to-date in 2012 to 64 countries, 38 industrial sites and 46 Department of Defense bases.
